OWL’S NEST INFORMATION 
2007 – 2008 

 
REGISTRATION 
 
Each student planning on attending Owl’s Nest, either on a Drop-In Basis or Regular Basis, must register 
at least two days in advance of the first day of attendance. A Before-Care Contract form and After-Care 
Registration form must be on file with Owl's Nest prior to your child's attendance to ensure the safety of 
your child. Information requested on this form is important especially medical alerts. Please complete the 
appropriate section of the enclosed form for each individual child and send it in with the $100 Before-Care 
deposit and/or the $25 non-refundable Registration Fee for After-Care for each child. 
  

BEFORE-CARE 
 

Hours:    7:30 – 8:15 AM 
9 – 9:45 AM if there is a 90 minute delay of the start of 
school. 

 
Fee: NEW! Before-Care is being offered with an annual contract 

for a fee of $700 regardless of attendance.  

  
 Drop-In Fee:   $16 per morning 
 
Students must be escorted to an Owl’s Nest teacher and signed in. This is necessary to ensure your child’s 
safety and provides time for you to communicate with the teacher. Students will be offered breakfast and 
will have the opportunity to play quiet games, catch up on homework, and socialize.   
 

AFTER-CARE 
 

Hours and Location:  12:30 PM – 3 PM (Pre-K only)/CLARK HOUSE 
  3 PM – 5:30 PM/CAFETERIA 
 

Fee:    $8 per hour 

NEW!  $6 per hour for each additional older

 Late Pick-Up Fee:  $15 per quarter-hour 
 
** Owl's Nest closes when the last student is picked up but no later than 5:30 PM.  The Late Pick-Up 
Fee will be applied when your child is picked up after 5:30 PM. ** 
 
Students will have an array of options available to them including quiet time for homework and relaxation, 
organized games and crafts, and outside play. Snack will be provided. Students must be signed out at the 
time of pick-up. 
 
**Although our teachers provide the opportunity and space for students to do their homework, it is not 
their responsibility to monitor studies. We ask parents to please encourage their children to do their 
homework while at our program. ** 
 
To ensure the safety of all children, teachers will release children from the program only to the 
authorized local people listed on their Emergency and Directory Information form. Teachers will 
request Photo Identification from all authorized people with whom they are unfamiliar.   
 
To ensure the safety of all children, anyone that is not listed on the child’s Emergency and Directory 
Information form will not be allowed to pick up any child even with written or phone call permission 
from a parent.   
 
 
 



 

 
 
 
 
COMMUNICATION 
 

Please inform the Receptionist or Owl’s Nest teachers as early as possible if your child will not attend 
the program due to change of plans. This is necessary to ensure your child’s safety. 
 

Any permanent changes to your child’s schedule must be made in writing and given to an Owl’s Nest 
teacher.  
 
If your child participates in other after-school activities such as sports, music, art, etc., please inform Owl’s 
Nest teachers in writing of your child’s schedule so that it is known when and when not to expect him/her 
in the program. 
 

Owl’s Nest is scheduled to remain open until 5:30PM but may close earlier if all children have been 
picked up. Therefore, it is absolutely necessary to inform the Receptionist and /or Owl’s Nest 
teachers if your child is to arrive after an after-school activity to ensure that Owl’s Nest does not 
close prior to their arrival. 
 

**Please update information relating to home address and home, work, and cell telephone numbers in 
writing and give it to the Receptionist. This is necessary to ensure your child’s safety. ** 

 

ENRICHMENT WORKSHOPS 
 
A variety of workshops will be offered throughout the year during After-Care after 3 PM by the Valley-
Shore YMCA. Information will be sent home in September specifying Fall offerings. 
 

HOOP DREAMS 
 
On most of the days when school is not in session, Coach Bill Barker’s Hoop Dreams is available from 9 
AM – 3 PM contingent upon pre-registration.  A registration form for each of the days offered will be 
sent in the weekly “Little Hoot” approximately three weeks in advance. This form must be submitted to 
your child's teacher or to the Receptionist by the established deadline noted on the form in order to 
schedule the necessary number of staff. 
 

BILLING 
 
Before-Care is being offered with an annual contract for a fee of $700 regardless of attendance.  A 
$100 deposit is to be submitted with the contract form. $300 of the balance will be due by October 31 and 
the remaining $300 balance will be due by January 31st.  The Drop-In fee will be $16 per morning and 
will be billed with After-Care fees as described in the next paragraph. 
 
After-Care charges incurred will be billed bi-monthly beginning with September and October by the 
Business Office.  The minimum bi-monthly billable fee will be $25 per family.  

 
*If you are attending a school meeting while your child is at Owl’s Nest, please notify teachers while 

signing your child out to avoid being charged.* 
 
If attendance of After-Care grows to more than 30 students per day you will receive written 
notification that if your child is registered on a Drop-In Basis or Regular Basis and you wish for him/her 
to attend on an unscheduled day, he/she may attend only if a two-day advance notice is given to the 
Receptionist or Owl's Nest teachers and only if space allows. This will be necessary to ensure proper 
supervision at all times for all students.
